Sarah Ann Rolfe (1844-1921) was one of Edmund's three sisters. She married William Weir and raised six children. Long time resident of Queanbeyan. 





Catherine Rolfe (1867-1952) was third of Edmund's seven daughters. She married dairy farmer Robert Corkhill and lived at 'Riverview'.





Bridget Rolfe (1873-1945) was Edmund's fifth daughter. She married local grazier James Hibberson of 'Glenwood'; her sister Maria married James' brother Joseph





Patrick Rolfe (1878- )was the fifth of Edmund's seven sons. He married Mulligans Flat teacher, Flora Dunn, and they lived in Ginninderra.
